4:28). He even told the Thessalonians to
keep on working until the return of Jesus
(1 Thessalonians 5:1-14).

The standards of a
Christian are set much higher than those
from the world. Christians should
endeavor to display qualities of being
honest, on time, truthful and conscientious
of how to improve work environment
rather than causing strife or dissension
among employees. A Christian should
always put the employer's best interest
before theirs. Most employers expect
people to work and do a good job for a fair
rate of pay.

The term critical comes
from the Greek word Kiritikos
meaning discerning. So critical
thinking is a deeper kind of
thinking in which we do not take
things for granted but the
guestion, analyze and evaluate
what we read, hear, say, or write.
It is a general term used to
identify essential mindsets and
skills that contribute to effective
decision making.

Thinking is the foundation of
everything we do. Every
action, every solution, and
every decision we make is the
result of thinking. We think
when we decide what to eat
for lunch, how to meet a
project schedule, and what to
say during a conversation.
We think when we drive a car
(although, unfortunately,
we're not always thinking
about driving).

organised, innovative,
Socratic, logical, methodical,
not taking things for granted,
examining, details,
exhaustive, outside the box,
scientific, and procedural."”
